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I learned a lot this week, even though this was first week for this class. I learned how much fun of an interaction with the kids from Destination College are. The disappointments are that I didn’t get to actually have a student on Wednesday when I was sick. I would have loved to get to able to meet them the first day. My plans for the students that I have are to get them to have a better understanding of reading each time we meet. Help them to remember the story after we read it if they can’t remember. The reading skills I taught this week were what the main idea was, what the topic is and what were the supporting details were. The vocabulary words I used were aviator, elevation, dangerous, pinpoints. The title of the book was Amelia and Eleanor go for a ride. Author is Pam Munoz Ryan. A summary of the book is that two famous women go out and experience dangerous things that people think women shouldn’t do. This story was easy for my students to understand the main point, topic and supporting details. It helped me realize that they are capable of a higher level of reading.
